Attach the provided anti-slip tape (48104) to the top side of each step.The 
step must be clean and at room temperature to assure proper adhesion. 

a. Using (1) of the provided cam strap assemblies (48302), insert the loop 
end of the short strap through slot of strap attachment bracket located on 
to the vertical post of Fast Stick weldment. You may choose either slot, 
depending on left or right hand preference. 

Take the entire cam strap assembly and feed it through the loop and 
pull tight forming a cinch knot. This permanently attaches the strap to the 
Fast Stick section. SEE FIGURE 2. 

Repeat steps 3a and 3b to attach remaining strap assemblies to 
remaining Fast Stick sections.
