A Never leave a tripod or tower out in the elements for
more than two weeks since weather or animals could
cause damage.

A Inspect the treestand, tripod or tower and all safety
devices each time before use and Do Not store a treestand
or free standing platform stand outdoors.

FAS/FBH designed for
treestands require that the tether be anchored/attached
to the tree. Never attach a FAS/FBH to a tripod or tower
stand or any part of its structure as this could lead to an
unsafe condition.

A Prior to setting up your tripod or tower stand inspect
the ground surface area. The ground must be firm, level
and free of any debris. Soft or sloping ground and debris
can cause the platform to become unstable and lead
to unsafe conditions such as tilting, shifting or tipping.

A For towers and tripods designed for two or more people,
never allow more than one person at a time to ascend
or descend the ladder. Be certain first person is fully off
the ladder/entry platform and positioned safely on tower
platform or ground before second person ascends or
descends ladder.

A Always maintain three (3) points of contact when climbing
atripod or tower stand. Proper three-point contact means
having either two feet with one hand or one foot with
two hands on the step portion of the ladder at all times.
Never lean backward when climbing as this could cause
the tripod or tower stand to become unstable.

A Tripod and tower stands must be properly secured and/
or anchored to the ground according to manufacturer’s
instructions. Avoid using tripod and tower stands during
windy conditions which could cause the free standing
platform to tip over and result in damage to equipment
and also serious injury or death to the users.

A Inspect tripod and tower stands before each use.
Leaving equipment exposed to rain, sunlight, changing
temperatures, snow and extreme weather conditions for
extended periods of time can cause dangerous conditions
not visible to the naked eye. Do not attempt to use any
product if damage is detected or suspected.

A Always be aware of the other person’s position. Use
extreme caution when weapons are used to prevent
personal injury.

A Always lean forward as you climb ladder or climbing aid.

A Always wear the appropriate footwear when using a free
standing platform stand. A good non-slip safety boot is
important to your personal safety. Be especially careful
that boot laces do not get hooked on the stand or any of its
components (tuck shoelaces into boots before climbing).

Upright by
hand only using four (4) people.

A Some models include a shooting rail. Never lean against,
lean over, or siton shootingrail. It is designed as a shooting
rest only. On models that have a non-fixed shooting rail,
be sure shooting rail is flipped back or swung to the side
when ascending or descending ladder.

BEFORE EACH USE PERFORM THE FOLLOWING:

- Inspect all webbing, rope, cord, and strap assemblies for wear or
damage.

Inspect cables and/or cable ends for damage or kinking.

Inspect all hardware and chain components for damage.

Inspect for any structural damage to product. (If any exists call
customer service.)

Inspect all nut and bolt assemblies to be certain none are loose.

Inspect for any missing parts.

Lubricate all pivot and slide together points with powder graphite,
petroleum jelly or silicone spray to prevent noise, wear and rust.

Inspect entire product for any rust, corrosion, cracks, freezing,
excessive heat or rotting damage that may effect the safety of your
product. Discard any questionable product.

Inspect entire product for any structural damage - pay close
attention to all weld locations. (Return to factory for repair or
discard product if any damage is found.)

STEP 1

1. Attach four platform braces (22) to the middle
platform (20) using one 1/4 X 2-1/4 IN bolts
(48) and nut (51) for each brace.

2. Attach the front platform (19) to the four
platform braces (22) using one 1/4 X 2-1/4 IN
bolts (48) and nut (51) for each brace.

Attach the rear platform (21) to the four
platform braces (22) using one 1/4 X 2-1/4 IN
bolts (48) and nut (51) for each brace.

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3. Secure the three platforms together (19, 20,
21) using eight 1/4 X 2 IN bolts (44) and nuts
(51).

4, Attach the seat post bottom (18) to the top of
the assembled platform using four 1/4 X 1-3/4
IN bolts (46), four 1/4 IN washers (47) and four
nuts (51) for each seat post.

Attach pre-assembled adjustable seat post
(3,17) to seat post bottom (18) using one knob
bolt 5/16 x 2-1/4 IN (35) and one knob nut
5/16 IN (34) for each seat.

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.

Note: If only one seat will be used then
attach just one seat post bottom (18) to the
holes in the center of the platform.

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5. Assemble the three legs by attaching the leg-
to-platform (26) to each bottom leg (27) using
one 1/4 X 2 IN bolt (44) and nut (51) for each
leg.

Attach two brace-to-leg brackets (4) to each
leg assembly using two 1/4 X 2 IN bolt (44)
and nuts (51).

STEP 5

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.

6. Assemble two ladder side cross brace
assemblies by inserting male cross brace 46
IN (31) into female cross brace 32 IN (29) and
inserting male cross brace 41 IN (32) into
female cross brace 34 IN (30).

Complete assembly by attaching ladder brace
(33), assembly cross brace long (29, 31), and
assembly cross brace short (30, 32) using

one 1/4 X 2 IN bolt (44) and nut (51) for each
assembly.

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.
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7. Assemble two cross braces assemblies by
inserting male cross brace 46 IN (31) into
female cross brace 37 IN (28).

Complete assembly by attaching two cross
brace assemblies (28, 31) usingone 1/4 X 2 IN
bolt (44) and nut (51) for each assembly.

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.

STEP 7

8. Begin assembly of the ladder by first sliding
together the top, middle, and bottom ladder
sections (23, 24, 25).

Attach one brace-to-ladder bracket (41) to
each side of the top ladder (23) and secure
with one 1/4 X 1-3/4 IN bolt (46) and a nut (51).

Secure middle ladder (24) to bottom ladder

(25) using two 1/4 X 1-3/4 IN bolt (46) and nuts
(51). Attach one brace-to-ladder bracket (41) to
each side of the bottom ladder (25) and secure
with one 1/4 X 1-3/4 IN bolt (46) and a nut (51).

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.

9. Tip the platform assembly on the rear
platform (21) and attach the three leg
assemblies to the platform using two 1/4 X
2-3/4 IN bolts (52), two 1/4 IN steel washers
(47), and two nuts (51) for each leg assembly.

STEP 9

Attach ladder assembly to platform assembly
using two 1/4 X 1-1/2 IN bolts (45) and two
nuts (51).

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.

While paying attention to
orientation, attach the two cross
brace assemblies from Step 7 to the
brace-to-leg brackets (4) with the
female cross brace 37 IN (28) toward
the platform and male cross brace 46
IN (31) toward the feet using eight
1/4 X 3/4 IN bolt (54) and nuts (51).

10B. Using the cross brace assemblies from Step 6, attach the female cross
brace 34 IN (30) to the inside of the brace-to-ladder bracket (41) closest
to the platform and the male cross brace 46 IN (31) to the brace-to-
ladder brackets (41) closest to the feet using a 1/4 X 3/4 IN bolt (54) and
nut (51) for each brace.

Attach the female cross brace 32 IN (29) to the inside of the brace-to-
leg brackets (4) that is closest to the platform using a 1/4 X 3/4 IN bolt
(54) and nut (51).

Attach the male cross brace 41 IN (32) to the inside of the brace-to-leg
brackets (4) that is closest to the foot using a 1/4 X 3/4 IN bolt (54) and
nut (51).

Attach the ladder brace (33) to the outside of the middle ladder (24)
using one 1/4 X 1-3/4 IN bolt (46) and nut (51).

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.

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11. Attach the three vertical corner supports (36)
to the leg-to-platform assemblies using two
1/4 X 2-3/4 IN bolts (52) and two nuts (51) for
each support.

Attach the two vertical entry supports (37) to
the platform assembly using one 1/4 X 2 IN
bolt (44) and one nut (51) for each support.

STEP 11

NOTE: Support platform with blocks to help
with ease of assembly.

12. Attach the two long support braces (5) and
two short support braces (6) to the vertical
corner supports (36) using three 1/4 X 1-1/2 IN
bolts (45) and nuts (51). The holes in the two
long support braces (5) should be located in
opposite corners of the platform.

Attach a short support brace (6) to the outside
of each vertical entry support (37) and an
angled support brace (7) to the inside of each
vertical entry support (37) using one 1/4 X
1-1/2 IN bolt (45) and nut (51) for each vertical
support.

Attach one end of each angled support brace
(7) to the inside of each long support brace (5)
using one 1/4 X 1-1/4 IN bolt (53) and nut (51).

Attach the lower end of each angled support
brace (7) to the assembled platform using one
1/4 X 1-1/2 IN bolt (45) and nut (51).

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.

13A. Assemble the shooting rail using the two
long shooting rails (9), two short shooting
rails (10), one entry shooting rail (12), three
shooting rail corner hubs (11), and two
shooting rail entry hubs (13) using ten 1/4 X
1-1/4 IN bolts (53) and nuts (51).

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this
time.

. Attach the assembled shooting rail to the
assembled top of the tower by inserting
the five hubs into the five vertical supports.
Secure with the push button pins at the
highest height position at this time.

Attach the shooting rail pads (1, 40, 50) to
the assembled shooting rail by wrapping
around the rail and securing with the hook
and loop. Later, once the tower is completely
set up, use the push button pins to adjust
the height of the shooting rail. Work your
way around and move each hub one
adjustment hole at a time until you reach
the desired height.

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14. Begin assembly of the seats by attaching the
top seat post (16) to the seat frame (15) using
four 1/4 X 1-1/2 IN bolts (45) and nuts (51) for
each seat.

STEP 14

15. Attach the seat assembly (39) and two
armrests/backrest (8) using four 1/4 X 2-1/4
IN bolts (48), two 1/4 X 1-1/2 IN bolts (45), six
1/4 IN steel washers (47), and six nuts (51)
for each seat. The seat assembly (39) will be
tensioned to the inside of the seat frame (15)
by tightening the bolts.

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16. Complete the assembly of the seats by sliding
the backrest (38) onto the armrests/backrest
supports (8). Then tension the backrest by
attaching the backrest spreader (14) to the
armrests/backrest supports (8) using two 1/4
X 1-1/2 IN bolts (45) and two nuts (51).

Attach two armrest pads (49) to each
assembled seat.

STEP 16

Securely tighten all loose hardware at this time.

17. With at least four people, carefully lift on the
rear platform side of the tower and tilt onto its
feet.

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18. Using a hammer, drive the five provided
ground stakes (42) into the ground at an angle
towards the center of the tower. Driving them
in at a similar angle as shown will greatly
increase how well the tower is secured to the
ground.

STEP 18

19. Attach the curtain (43) to the tower frame by
aligning the zipper to the center of the entry
opening. Begin securing it by attaching the
top edge by wrapping the hook and loop
strips around the shooting rail. SEE DETAIL
A. Work your way around the shooting rail
and back to the zipper. Make adjustments as
needed.

Attach the bottom edge of the curtain to the
platform by tying the webbing strips to the
outer perimeter of the platform. SEE DETAIL B.
